How well was your country performing in 2016?

Overall, Kosovo provided data for 100% of the indicators. With an overall ENLabCap index of 3.6/10 in
2016, data provided by Kosovo indicate a very low capability/capacity level for their public health
microbiology system among the Western Balkan countries.

On the positive side: Kosovo scored rather well for the implementation of EU standards on antimicrobial
susceptibility testing adopting EUCAST breakpoints at the clinical laboratory level, and reference laboratories
have been participating in the EU and/or WHO disease networks. Diagnostic confirmation and pathogen
identification testing was available for 43 of the 53 diseases/health issues listed in Decision 2012/506/EU.
